Travel Facts Sheet 
HOW TO GET TO WASHINGTON, DC: 

There are three airports that service the Washington, DC Metropolitan area: Reagan National Airport. www.mwaa.com (703) 417-8000. Located just across the river from Washington, DC, it’s the closest airport to Washington. It should take no longer than 20 minutes to get from the airport to your hotel on Capitol Hill by cab and about 30 – 40 minutes by metro. 

Dulles International Airport. www.mwaa.com (703) 572-2700. Located in Northern Virginia, it is 26 miles from Washington, DC. It should take about 45 minutes to get from the airport to your hotel on Capitol Hill during rush hour at least one hour should be allotted for travel to and from the airport. 

Baltimore/Washington International Airport (BWI). www.bwiairport.com (800) 435-9294. Located just outside Baltimore, Maryland, it is approximately 45 minutes from Washington, DC. During rush hours, at least one hour should be allotted for travel to and from the airport. 

THE BEST WAY TO TRAVEL TO/FROM THE AIRPORTS: 
1. From National Airport. You may travel by cab at an approximate cost of $15-$20 (extra passengers, add $1.00-$1.50 more per person) or you may travel by METRO (our subway system). To take the METRO: Get on the YELLOW Line towards Mt. Vernon Sq., at the Gallery Place/Chinatown stop, change trains and get on the RED Line towards Glenmont or Silver Spring. Exit the train at Union Station (only 2 stops on RED Line). This will take you approximately 30-40 minutes from the airport at a cost of approximately $3.00 one way. Your hotel will be only a few blocks away from Union Station. 
2. From Dulles Airport. Your alternatives from this airport are cab or car rental. A cab will cost about $50. 

3. From BWI Airport. Your alternatives from this airport are cab, car rental or the MARC. A cab will cost approximately $50. You may also use the MARC (Maryland Area Railway commuter) train the PENN LINE. Please note that a free shuttle bus will take you to and from the airport and the train station this takes approximately ten minutes. The MARC only operates Monday thru Friday (if traveling on a Saturday or Sunday, you may travel by Amtrak train). The cost of MARC is approximately $15.00 round trip. Your final option is to take METRO, Metrobus B30 will pick you up at the Airport and take you to the Greenbelt METRO station which is the Green Line. Take the Green Line to Gallery Place China Town and switch to the RED Line in the direction of Glenmont or Sliver Spring. Exit the train at Union Station. The entire trip should take just over an hour and cost you about $5 each way. 

** NOTE: All airports are serviced by privately owned shuttle buses. The following are a list of shuttle services you may wish to arrange transportation through:
